Diocese of Kajo-keji who passed 

on the 7th of December due to 

heart attack. This has trauma-

tized the college and the entire 

Episcopal Diocese of Kajo-keji. 

May the good lord receive his 

soul in eternal peace!. 

Amidst all the challenges, we still 

believe that the college will 

achieve some of its plans like the 

construction of new buildings in 

particular the chapel, administra-

tion block, a classroom block, 

computer laboratory, female dor-

mitory, principal’s house, and the 

construction of a general toilet 

and a latrine in 2023. 

Furthermore, we are still seeking 

completion of the accreditation of 

the college with the MoHEST, 

another is increasing students 

enrollment in the three schools of 

Theology, Education and Busi-

ness Administration and Man-

agement, we also planned to or-

ganize a pastors’ retreat come 

early 2023. The college still con-

tinues to lobby for funds for the 

ongoing staff capacity develop-

ment and plan to send two staff 

members for Master of Theology 

and one for PhD in Theology or 

Ministerial studies. 

The college still has a plan of 

renovating the staff apartment, 

establishment of college 

bookshop and fencing the col-

lege. Lastly among other plans, 

we intend to purchase a tractor 

to improve farming in the college 

and the surrounding community. 

We thank the Almighty God for 

bringing us this far, and as we 

enter in to 2023, May God in His 

tender mercy continue to guide 

us for His Glory, Amen.

MoHEST and were advised to 
complete the  registration.  

The college purchased a tipper 
lorry to aid in daily operations.  
The academic and library depart-
ment organized the library using 
an online library catalog Libib. 
The college partnered with South 
Africa Theological Seminary who 
helped in establishing an online 
students’ management system 
and a Learning Management 
System (Moodle) to facilitate 
online lectures in the college. 
Likewise, we partnered with 
Moore College in Australia, who 
supported us with teaching mate-
rials.  

Under staff development 
scheme, two staff members are 
currently pursuing Master of The-
ology and Master of Business 
Administration and Management. 
We thank Anglican Aid Australia  
for supporting one of the staff 
pursuing Master of Theology.  
Also three staff members are 
pursuing Bachelor in Theology 
with cost sharing support from 
GZB. 

However, the college experi-
enced various challenges most 
especially financial constraints 
which deterred the ongoing pro-
posals of the college, Low enroll-
ment of students due to bad 
roads linking Kajo-keji county to 
other counties and fear of insecu-
rity due to the presence of cattle 
herdsmen in the County. Inade-
quate support for the staff devel-
opment scheme, and some stu-
dents are unable to pay their tui-
tion fees, since they come from 
the refugee settlements and oth-
ers are yet to resettle in South 
Sudan. 

Lastly the  most devastating was 
the departure of the Chairman of 
Board of Directors Rt. Rev. Em-
manuel Murye Modi who doubled 
as the Bishop of the Episcopal  
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Hundreds of mourners gathered 

at St Emmanuel cathedral 

Romogi on Sunday the 11th of 

December, to accord late Bish-

op Emmanuel Murye Modi a 

descend burial. The late Bishop 

met his demise on the 7th of De-

cember 2022, while taken to 

Nairobi for better medication.  

The Archbishop of the Episco-

pal Church of Central Equatoria 

Internal Province, Dr. Paul Yu-

gusuk during the requiem mass 

session for the late Bishop said, 

no one is responsible for the 

death of late Bishop Murye.    

Yugusuk said, the two investiga-

tion certificates from Juba and 

Nairobi revealed that Bishop 

Murye had a heart attack and 

he further explained why the 

late developed such a tragic 

health condition. 

The Archbishop added that by 

the death of the late Bishop 

Murye, his wing has already 

been broken but as the church, 

following the peace that has 

been initiated by the late Bish-

op, they will keep talking peace 

because Kajo-keji people need 

peace so as to have rest. 

Mama Cecilia Namugi wife to 
the late Rt.Rev Bishop Emman-
uel Murye Modi speaking in her 
vernacular rated her husband 
as a hardworking and fearless 
personal in the struggle to attain 
peace in Kajo-keji County as he 
has even been sacrificing to en-
ter to where the rebels              
(IOs) are. She encouraged the 
youth to emulate the good work 
late Bishop Murye has been do-
ing. 

Gbwolo Godwill Murye, the first 
born to late Bishop Emmanuel 
Murye Modi said everyone did  
the possible things they can to

The entire staff of Kajo-keji 

Christian College, thank GZB for 

the timely visit of Mrs. Ditteke 

den Hartog GZB coordinator of 

East Africa in September 2022. 

Ditteke’s visit which was to con-

firm the successful return of the 

college from Uganda, and the 

operation of some of the GZB 

sponsored projects, turned out 

to be a very important day in the 

college.  

The staffs see the words of Je-

sus Christ in Mathew 25:35 “for 

I was hungry and you gave 

me something to eat, I was 

thirst you gave me something 

to drink”, came to pass.  

The College was having inade-
quate finance to continue run-
ning some of the operations like 
feeding students and eventually  

Ditteke while having a meeting with some members of KCC 

The college received the inde-

pendent specialized scientific 

committee from the Ministry of 

Higher Education, Science and 

Technology (MoHEST) to have a 

fundamental check on the entire 

college following a request for 

recognition by the college.  

The visit was a continuation of the 

registration process that started in 

2012, by then the college was of-

fered a certificate of no objection 

to continue operating as the ac-

creditation process was ongoing.  

The verification committee checking the college curriculum

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The process was halted due to 

the civil war that broke out in 

2013 and caused insecurity 

within Kajo-keji and the country 

at large. Also, the college had 

relocated to the neighboring 

country Uganda (Moyo) thus 

making the follow-up of the ac-

creditation process difficult.  

The college applied for reactiva-

tion of the accreditation process 

in 2022 following registration 

with the Ministry of Justice and 

Constitutional Affairs as one of 

the requirements for the recog-

nition .  

The team that was led by Pro-
fessor Joshua Otor Akol, Started 
the first day of the verification 
exercise on Wednesday the 
14th of September 2022 by 
checking and confirming the ex-
istence of important elements of 
the college such as land, the 
administrative structure, teach-
ing facilities, lecture halls, Sani-
tary facilities halls of residence, 
recreational facilities etc. The 
committee also checked the cur-
riculum of the different pro-
grammes of Theology, Educa-
tion and Business    

Administration offered in the col-

lege including the qualifications 

of the available teaching staff 

During the second day, the com-
mittee gave feedback and nec-
essary recommendations and 
improvements to be done mainly 
concerning the programmes of-
fered such as the hours and 
credit units allocated for the 
courses, the total marks for 
course works and Exams, the 
qualifications to be considered 
for a person to enroll for a pro-
gramme, the design of college 
certificates and transcripts,  

The verification committee con-
cluded the exercise by having a  

tour around the college checking 

the lecture and conference halls, 

halls of residence, the football 

and netball playing ground, sani-

tary facilities and the water 

source.  

 

The committee finally commend-

ed the college for the good cur-

riculum content given to the stu-

dents, putting up the nice learn-

ing structures and for maintain-

ing a good study environment. 

Also, they encouraged the col-

lege to follow up with the ministry 

and persons responsible for the 

registration such that the college 

is officially accredited and recog-

nized.

plore trainees in both Kajo-keji 

and the refugee settlement in 

Moyo (Uganda). 

 

Explore is a discipleship pro-

gramme aimed at deepening 

your knowledge of God and his 

plan for the world. It is an afford-

able self-study programme with 

no academic entrance require-

ments and optional examina-

tions. Learners can study on 

their own or in a group at their 

own pace thus making it ideal 

for developing as a Christian in 

the midst of a busy life. 

 

On the 2nd of August 2022, the 

college sent 3 staff from the 

Theology department to attend 3 

days of Explore facilitators train-

ing in Juba. The trained facilita-

tors will train and supervise oth-

er students undertaking the Ex-

plore study modules such as 

Explore the Bible, Explore the 

Life of Jesus, Explore the work 

of the Apostles, Explore the 

world’s creator, Explore the 

Books of Moses, Explore the  
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 personally as a believer, like-

wise live a more effective 

Christian life in your home, 

your church and your com-

munity and lastly develop 

skills as a leader in your local 

church. 

In early September, enrolled 

students started their learning 

process.  

prophets,  Explore Salvation  

and Explore the Christian Life: 

Ephesians. 

Upon enrollment, a student re-

ceives a workbook for the mod-

ule they are studying. The work-

book and a Bible are enough for 

the whole study programme and 

it is suggested for a student to 

set aside 5 hours per week for 

devoted study. Examinations 

are not compulsory, although 

are recommended as an aid for 

serious study.

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THE ARCHBISHOP OF CANTERBURY’S ADVISER ON 

ANGLICAN COMMUNION AFFAIRS VISITS KCC 

On the 27th of May, 2022, Kajo-

keji Christian College (KCC) and 

the Episcopal Diocese of Kajo-

keji received Rt Rev. Bishop An-

thony Poggo the Archbishop of 

Canterbury’s Adviser on Angli-

can Communion Affairs.  . The 

visit which brought together staff 

form the College and Diocese, 

became an opportunity to share 

achievements and challenges of 

the college and other key things 

such as mobilization and sup-

port for the college. 

The principal of the college, Rev 
Can James Lule Kenyi, high-
lighted some achievements of 
the college such as facial reno-
vations of the classrooms which 
was possible through the sup-
port from New Hope, registration 
of the college with the Ministry 
of Justice and Constitutional Af-
fairs to become a legal entity.  

Further, principal said that the 
college is in process of con-
structing a chapel and a female 
dormitory. 50,000 to 70,000 
bricks are available for the con-
struction project which will take 
off the moment funds are real-
ized. Lastly, he thanked Rev 
Bishop Anthony Poggo for the 
guidance he gave for the college 
to apply for internet connection 
from Anglican Communion fund. 
This was considered and cur-
rently the college has unlimited 
internet access. 

Rev. Mono John the Diocesan 
Secretary who was in attend-
ance applauded the college for 
producing personnel who are 
running the ministry in the King-
dom of God and also serving the 
nation in various fields. He 
thanked the visiting Bishop and 
others in the county for being 
front runners in supporting the 
college.  

He also asked Bishop to lobby 
and act as an ambassador of 
the college. 

Rt. Rev Emmanuel Murye Modi, 
the Bishop of the Episcopal Dio-
cese of Kajo-keji was grateful 
with the leadership of KCC. He 
encouraged the college person-
nel to work in solidarity with Dio-
cese’s shared value of love. He 
said the Diocese and the college 
can use resourceful persons like 
Bishop Anthony Poggo, who can 
identify opportunities for grants 
and the college can follow up. 

Rt Rev Bishop Anthony Poggo 
thanked the college and the Di-
ocesan staff for organizing his 
visit and congratulated the Dio-
cese in ordaining some of the-
staff and for the increase in the 
number of Canons in the Dio-
cese. He also encouraged the 
college to continue educating 
the teaching staff and praised 
those pursuing masters and 
PhD programs.   

He advised the college to retain 
her partners by keeping them 
informed by reporting about the 
use of the grant given and using 
it for the right purpose and said  
any changes made during the 
expenditure of donor funds 
should be with the donor’s  

approval. Still, on financial man-
agement, he emphasized that 
the Diocese and the college 
should carry out a financial audit 
to help identify financial manage-
ment problems and how financial 
management can be improved in 
case problems are identified. An 
audit can be done internally be-
fore bringing in the external audi-
tors he said. 

He commended the college for 

using various means to keep its 

operations functional especially 

by buying the tipper lorry that 

can bring in income and for pro-

ducing its own agricultural food. . 

The Bishop further encouraged 

the college to partner with other 

colleges which are in the Angli-

can Communion as in the part-

nerships there can be exchange 

visits of staff and students to en-

able learning from each other.  

He concluded by saying he can 
identify partners but the college 
can explore the opportunity that 
may arise.
