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WORD FROM THE PRINCIPAL 

In this Easter we remember the 

glorious resurrection of our Lord 

and Saviour Jesus Christ! The 

reason for this is that the Resur-

rection of Jesus is the central 

truth of our Christianity. Every-

thing that we believe in stands 

or falls with it. That is why Apos-

tle Paul said, if Jesus had not 

been raised from the dead, then 

our faith is empty, we are still in 

our sins, and those who have 

died, believing in Him, are all 

perished! (cf. 1 Cor 15:12). I 

would like to take our readers to 

the story of the two disciples 

traveling to Emmaus where Je-

sus appeared in a very unique 

way, He was walking and talk-

ing together with the two disci-

ples a distance of about 11 km. 

A journey of at least 3 hours 

without any rest. This journey 

and what happened after it, re-

veal amazing nature of Christ's 

resurrected state:  

No signs of weakness or tired-

ness in Him at all! Despite the 

extreme suffering that He had 

gone through on the cross for 6 

hours. He was even able to de-

liver an in-depth Bible lesson all 

along the way.  

II. The Two Disciples were Burn-

ing in their Hearts (vv25-29)  

In v.32 they testified about this 

when they said, 'Did not our 

heart burn within us, while He 

talked with us by the way, and 

while He opened to us the Scrip-

tures?' There was no more sad-

ness nor darkness now, but a 

flame burning bright! This was 

because verse after verse was 

opened to them by the Lord for 

three hours,  

the light shone brighter and 

brighter. At last, they understood 

why Christ had to die - It was 

not a failed political deliverance, 

but a grand redemption plan of 

God, executed to the very last 

detail. At last, they understood 

why the tomb was empty - No 

one had stolen His body, but 

Christ had risen from the dead!  

Brethren in Christ, as you hear 

these words, does your heart 

also burn within you? Do you let 

the Word of God dwell in your 

heart richly, and fill you with re-

newed hope, renewed joy and 

renewed strength? You need to 

renew your love for His Word, 

and have a desire to dig deeper 

into it. Let us not find ourselves 

worthy of the rebuke given by 

Jesus in v.25 'O fools and slow 

of heart to believe all that the 

prophets have spoken'. Let us 

not live-in hopelessness and 

darkness from an inadequate 

understanding of the Scriptures.  

But our eyes should be opened 

to experience Christ as resur-

rected Lord.  

III. The Eyes of the two disciples 

were Opened (vv.30-32)  

It is interesting to note that the 

disciples were unable to recog-

nize the Lord Jesus Christ until  

Now, when the eyes of the disci-

ples were opened another amaz-

ing thing  

'He disappeared out of their 

sight? Then later a third amazing 

thing happened.  

This took place after the Em-

maus disciples rushed back to 

Jerusalem to tell the rest the 

good news. As they were relat-

ing their story, the Lord suddenly 

appeared in their midst! (v.36).  

To our readers we can view the 

whole of this story of the two dis-

ciples in four major points. 

I. The Two Disciples were hav-

ing Hopeless Spirits (vv.13-24)  

They were downhearted and did 

not know that Jesus was alive. 

Their hearts were filled with con-

fusing questions and mysteries – 

(they were discussing about the 

arrest, torture, crucifixion and 

dead on the cross). Questions 

and more questions - but no an-

swers! 

This is a picture of many people 

who live today - People who are 

living in the despair of disap-

pointment, sadness, the misery 

of worry and fear, puzzled by the 

injustices of life, and filled with 

plenty of unanswered questions 

in the mind - All because they 

have not yet met the risen Lord! 

Possibly there are many people 

like that today. You are troubled 

in the heart, with many ques-

tions, but no answers. But you 

need to take heart, for the same 

Lord Jesus that brought light and 

hope into the lives of these two 

disciples can do the same for 

you. Jesus will bring you out of 

the stage of hopeless spirits and 

give you light and hope for your 

future. Amen!

the climax of their encounter. 

For three hours He had walked 

with them and talked with them, 

and they did not know that he 

was their Master! The question 

arises: Why did He not let them 

know who He really was from 

the beginning? The reason may 

be found by looking at the con-

text of this passage. Earlier in 

the same chapter the women 

who went to the tomb had told 

the disciples that they had seen 

the Lord alive. But according to 

v.11, 'their words seemed to 

them as nonsense, and they 

believed them not.' Therefore, 

one possible reason why the 

Emmaus disciples were not al-

lowed to recognize Jesus, was 

that they had been guilty of the 

same unbelief. This is why Je-

sus rebuked them so strongly in 

v.25 - 'O fools, and slow of heart 

to believe all that the prophets 

have spoken' The Emmaus dis-

ciples had heard the testimony 

of the women with the rest, but 

they had doubted it 

Brethren in Christ, I think we 

can learn lesson here about the 

importance of faith. Thomas 

was not the only doubter among 

the disciples of Christ. Actually, 

all of them were 'Doubting 

Thomases.' And today we must 

ask ourselves if we too are like 

them? Do we doubt that He who 

is with us and dwells in our 

hearts is the Lord Jesus Christ 

Himself? If we do not doubt this, 

then why do we often feel so 

troubled by fears and worries 

that attack us? Are these not 

signs that we doubt Christ's 

presence with us? If the Lord is 

with us, who or what can be 

against us? Let this message 

stir our hearts to have more  

faith in Him.  

And may the grace of the Risen 

Lord help us to do these things 

until we see Him face to face. 

Amen!! 

faith in the Lord who is with us in 

all situation of life.  

IV. The two disciples Rushed 

back (vv.33-35)  

Here we see how excited the 

disciples were. It was already 

evening, but what they wanted to 

do now could not wait until the 

following day. The news that 

they had was just too wonderful 

to keep to themselves! They did 

not mind making the 11 km jour-

ney back to Jerusalem even 

though it would have been dark  

by then and not a good time to 

travel. And as they rushed back, 

they could not wait to relate eve-

rything that happened, to the 

rest of the disciples of Christ, 

who were still in hopeless spirits 

because they had not yet seen 

the resurrected Lord.  

The lesson we can learn from 

the Emmaus disciples now, is 

about how eagerly we should be 

willing to share the Good news 

of Christ with others. Let us be 

just as excited about sharing the 

gospel with others, as these two 

disciples were. If you have been 

saved, and you have experi-

enced the wonderful grace of 

God in delivering you from your 

sins, can you keep this to your-

self? Can you delay to tell others 

about it? They need to hear the 

news of the Risen Saviour, be-

cause this alone can deliver 

them from their darkness.  

Inconclusion, brothers and sis-

ters in Christ, it would be a good 

time for us to rededicate our 

lives to the cause of proclaiming 

our Risen Lord. Let us dedicate 

ourselves anew to serve Him, to 

tell others about Him, to study 

His Word diligently and to live by
