Here are his own words of introduc-

tion to the readers.

Dear our esteem readers,  

Allow me to greet you in the name 

of our gracious, loving, redeeming 

and life-giving God.

My name is Rev. Canon Captain 

Jonathan Soro Bully; the Acting 

Principal of Kajo-Keji Christian Col-

lege (KCC).  

At this time of trinity, the Lord has 

called me to fill the gap created in 

the college by the appointment of 

brother, Rev. Canon Dr Lule James 

Kenyi as the Bishop of The Episco-

pal Diocese of Kajo-Keji. The inci-

dent follows the sudden departure 

of Right Rev. Emmanuel Murye 

Modi, the former Bishop, to the 

Lord. 

I have nothing much on my own to 

deliver, but to listen to the team of 

academia. I will be a team-player 

staff who finishes what had been 

left on process with the staff and 

the Board of Governors as I am 

ready to listen and work with team 

spirit. 

2006, when I heard a special call to 

work with youth and children. I went 

back for studies of  Bachelor  of 

Child Development and Children 

Ministry at Uganda Christian Uni-

versity.  

The Board of Governors of KCC 

and the Diocesan Council request-

ed me to fill up the gap created 

when the former Principal became 

the Bishop of the Episcopal Dio-

cese of Kajo-Keji. I likened this peri-

od of invitation to take on this task 

to fill this gap to that of Nehemiah, 

when the walls of Jerusalem were 

in ruin and needing rebuilding. 

When asked, to fill the gap, I felt 

nervous and reluctant. Firstly, I felt I 

will not be able to manage the col-

lege at such a challenging time of 

high economic and human capital 

demand. Secondly, again for eight 

years, from 2013 to 2021, I was 

tasked to work in a heavy challeng-

ing administrative role as the Dioce-

san Secretary (Chief Administrator) 

of the Episcopal Diocese of Kajo-

Keji. I felt I needed a break from an 

administrative role and to engage in 

outreach field ministry of working 

with young people. But, the chorus I 

started singing right from Sunday 

School till now that says, “When he 

calls me, I will answer X3, I will be 

somewhere listening to my name”.  

‘So here I am, my Lord send me’.  

I would remember, when I was 

elected as the Diocesan Secretary 

in 2012 Synod, I was also nervous 

and did not believe I would work for 

the two terms with two great Bish-

ops; Rt. Rev Anthony Dangasuk 

Poggo and late Bishop, Rt. Rev. 

Emmanuel Murye Modi. I will live to 

treasure the words of my first Bish-

op, late Rt. Rev Manasseh Dawidi 

Binyi in whose time I served as the 

Mission Coordinator. He said, “God 

does not call a person who felt he is 

well equipped, but those who felt 

inadequate to His calling. I am 

therefore humbly trusting that, with 

the enabling power of the Holy Spir-

it, God will use my least ability  

Briefly, dear readers, let me tell you 

about my education and career jour-

ney. 

My background is of a teacher. 

I started teaching at Logili Primary 

School from 1982-1986 after attain-

ing Sudan School Certificate.  I later 

taught at Mangalotore Primary 

School and held a leadership posi-

tion at Wudu Primary School in 

1980’s. 

I received the call of God into salva-

tion in 1988-1989 in Arapi Teacher 

Training Institute. Right from there 

the Lord pulled me out from teach-

ing for a training in Bishop Gwyn 

College in Juba in 1991. But, I did 

not continue studying there  due to 

the protracted war between SPLA 

and the Khartoum Regime. I fled to 

Uganda for refuge. I then started to 

work as Youth Minister among the 

youth in the refugee camps in Adju-

mani until 1994.  Then God opened 

for me a wider door for a training in 

Church Army College in Nairobi, 

Kenya in 1994 up to 1997. I gradu-

ated with Higher Diploma in Theolo-

gy majoring in Mission and Evange-

lism.  It was there that I was deco-

rated a Captain of the Church Army. 

Just after graduation, I was appoint-

ed by the first Bishop of the Diocese 

of Kajo-Keji, the late Rt. Rev. Ma-

nasseh Dawidi Binyi as the Mission 

and Evangelism Coordinator. I 

worked for a short tough time, but 

productively among the refugees 

and the displaced population in the 

war torn areas of the then Southern 

Sudan in the present Kajo-Keji.  

In 1998, the Lord opened another  

door  of opportunity for me to travel 

to United Kingdom (UK) for a con-

ference when I was exposed to sev-

eral churches who later sponsored 

me for Bachelor of Theology at Re-

formed Theological College in 

Uganda.  

After completion in 2001, I worked 

again as Mission Coordinator till

together with our partners to move 

some step forward even amidst all 

the challenges, we are facing now. 

I may be new to many, but an old 

staff of the Diocese of Kajo-Keji 

that some of you partners may 

know and have worked with when 

in the diocese.  

To our partners, yes in the college I 

may be new, but I can say, familiar 

with activities that God has enabled 

your support in KCC. Some of you 

have known the history of the origin 

of KCC, while some came in along 

the journey to growth, which is very 

encouraging.  

One thing I know is that most of 

you, our dear partners, have expe-

rienced our good time of progress 

in the college before the war, but 

had also experienced our times of 

war in South Sudan. Some of you 

have been with us at onset of the 

war, crossed the border to refugee 

together with us, and also lived 

with us as refugees. What a heart 

of GOD! You offered your prayers 

and support in all our phases of 

life; good and bad. I am really more 

humbled with the nature and un-

fathomable partnership commit-

ment as our partners seeing some 

you crossing back with us and 

started reconstruction with us and 

planning to develop KCC together 

with us. Some of you partners have 

uttered statement “You are going 

to crossing the Jordan together 

with us”. You are indeed God cho-

sen and sent for us at KCC. I am 

therefore bolder to borrow the 

words of Apostle Paul in Philippi-

ans (1:2-6) to express thanks and 

feeling  that: 

“2 May God our Father and the 

Lord Jesus Christ give you grace 

and peace. 3 I thank my God every 

time I remember you. 4 In all my 

prayers for all of you, I always 

pray  with joy 5 because of your 

partnership in the gospel from the 

first day until now, 6 being confide- 

In regard to rehabilitation and re-

construction, we will continue with 

renovations of the remaining hous-

es that were destroyed during the 

war.  

Thank God our partner, New Hope 

Campaign from USA is coming in to 

finish renovation of the one remain-

ing buildings in the compound. 

On Agriculture, we have a long way 

to go and mainly to improve cassa-

va production and embark on cere-

al production like maize and Dura 

for the purpose of food security and 

life sustainability. The rising number 

of students is a necessity for in-

creasing the output of our power 

and water resources. Furthermore, 

crucially is the need for expansion 

in terms of housing especially for 

dormitory for female students.  

As we anticipate the increase in 

enrolment of students, we have 

challenge of accommodation of fe-

male students. 

Come 2024 March, the college will 

experience a gap in the teaching 

staff in School of Theology as Rev. 

Peter and the wife Mrs Jennet Pe-

ter will be returning to the Nether-

lands.  

Rev. Peter had played a great role 

in setting up the office of the Dean 

for Academic Affairs and of the Col-

lege Registrar.  

We are urging GZB to replace Rev. 

Peter with new Missionary Staff. 

Now brethren, as I close, may the 

Lord of Peace give you and us His 

peace and strength to our partner-

ship! 

In all our prayers with one  another 

and your support to Kajo-Keji Chris-

tian College, we will equip the min-

istry workers to build up the body of 

Christ for God’s glory.

The ABBC organizes weekly fellow-

ships during weekends to bring 

members together to study the bi-

ble and pray as a family thus foster-

ing unity. The club also intends to 

extend its reach beyond the college 

campus and club members will visit 

individuals within the community 

regularly to gauge the impacts of 

the bible on their spiritual life.  

The club will keep some copies of 

the bible in the college library for 

access by students and others who 

may be interested.
